After decades of icy winters
and floods, the Wapsi Mill, listed on
the National Register of Historic
Places, still stands today to tell their
story of early American agriculture.

The Wapsipinicon Mill received
a grant from Silos & Smokestacks in
2001, and today, visitors can see first
hand how the milling operation was
completed. Original milling
machines, millstone area, a unique
view through the floor of a water
gate in the penstock area, and agri-
cultural artifacts are all on display.
Also, there are several hands-on
exhibits including grinding, grain
scale, and grain delivery exhibits.
